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CABAIRE LLC AWARDED TRUCK ELECTRIFICATION CONTRACT

IN NORTH CAROLINA
Enfield, CT – January, 2009 – CabAire LLC, a subsidiary of Control Module, Inc. (CMI), announced today at the 2009 North American Truck Stop Owners Show in Nashville, TN, the award to build its next generation truck stop electrification site.  The system will be installed at the Derrick Travel Center on I-85 in Salisbury, NC.  The award winning truck stop is owned by Worsley Operating Corporation, which operates 211 fueling and retail sites in North and South Carolina.  The Centralina Council of Governments (CCOG) in Charlotte, NC awarded the contract and will administer federal grants from the Federal Highway Administration and the EPA through the Centralina Clean Fuels Coalition (CCFC), a regional member of the US Department of Energy’s Clean Cities program.  The installation will include fifty spaces providing driver services such as in-cab HVAC and power outlets, shore power, Internet and cable access. 

The CabAire system will allow truckers to shut off their engines rather than idling engines to power amenities like heaters and air conditioners.  The result is cleaner air, fuel and engine maintenance savings, and a quieter rest period for drivers.  Truck idling wastes one billion gallons of diesel fuel each year in the US, emitting toxic fumes the US EPA identifies as a public health hazard. 

"We're very pleased and excited about this project,” said James S. Bianco, President and CEO of CMI.  “This was a very competitive bid.  We look forward to implementing CabAire’s new generation of truck stop electrification at the Derrick Travel Center.  We are fortunate to have as partners the Worsley Operating Corporation and the Centralina Council of Governments.  I appreciate the cooperation of Jason Wager, Coordinator of the CCFC and Regional Planner at CCOG, and Jeff Turpin, President and CFO of Worsley.”
